The first half of the course is structured around the importance of the relation
between intellectual background and journalism and to that extent, the importance
of different disciplines such as art, culture, literature and other branches, makes up
a part of the course’s content.

The second half of the course is built around answers to questions that students are
searching for and detailed explanations of concepts. At the end of every class, the
theacher introduces a book.

Student Preparation for the course: Students have to come in to every class with
a question about a subject they are curious and want to learn more about.
Questions can stem from intellectual curiosity but questions about the practice of
the profession are also required. Additionally, they must be able to ask about a
concept that they are curious about in each lecture.

Application: Throughout the period, on weeks when it is considered relevant
(min. 3 times per period), students are asked for feedback about the course
content. Next week, explanation/information is provided about the feedbacks.
Students are not asked for 1D info when providing feedback.
